Entries with at least five contributors may be submitted as a staff entry at an entry fee
of $50. No individuals may be named on the entry form and winning certificates will list
only “staff,” not individual names. If you want multiple individuals listed on certificates
and in the contest winners’ brochure, each person listed on the entry form must pay a
separate category entry fee ($5 per person for small- and mid-sized publications and
$10 per person for large publications) as well as a one-time contest entry fee ($10 per
person for small- and mid-sized publications and $30 per person for large publications.
The contest fee needs to be paid only once, while the category entry fee needs to be
paid for each category entered).
